AGREED MINUTES

from

Talks in Tórshavn 25 September 2002

on

Maritime Delimitation in the Area between 

the Faroe Islands and Iceland 

1. In talks, held today in Tórshavn, the Prime Minister of the Faroe Islands, Anfinn Kallsberg, and the Minister for Foreign Affairs of Iceland, Halldór Ásgrímsson, agreed on the following solution regarding the maritime delimitation in the area between the Faroe Islands and Iceland:


a. The maritime boundary in the area between the Faroe Islands and Iceland where the distance between their respective baselines is less than 400 nautical miles shall be based upon the median line principle, with such adjustments and special provisions as described below. 


b. The present area of overlapping maritime jurisdictional claims, between the median lines established by the two sides, hereinafter referred to as ‘the Area’, estimated at app. 3,650 square kilometres, shall be divided as follows:

The maritime boundary shall be defined in such a way that it divides the

southern part of the Area, south of 63˚ 30’ N, ‘Subarea A’, in equal parts (50/50), and the northern part of the Area, north of 63˚ 30’ N, ‘Subarea B’, in the ratio of 60% to Iceland and 40% to the Faroe Islands. A sketch map is attached.


c. Notwithstanding this, in Subarea A the following shall apply with regard to fisheries jurisdiction:


i. Faroese and Icelandic vessels shall have the right to fish in all of Subarea A under the rules and regulations applicable to them in their respective zones of fisheries jurisdiction. They shall only be subject to the control and enforcement of their respective authorities.

ii. Likewise, marine scientific research may be conducted by both sides in all of Subarea A. 

2. The solution described above is the result of joint efforts on both sides to reach an agreement reflecting their good neighbourliness and friendship. These Agreed Minutes will form the basis of a formal agreement, to be concluded in accordance with  internal constitutional  procedures, between the Government of Denmark and the Home Government of the Faroe Islands on the one hand, and the Government of Iceland on the other hand, on the maritime delimitation in the area between the Faroe Islands and Iceland.


3. Pending formal agreement the Minutes from Consultations held in Reykjavík on 24 and 25 November 1988 will apply in the Area.
